4.  FOR ALL SCULPTURES: Verify you have accounted for adjustments to the footing depth based on your
choice of safety surfacing material. Footing depth must be adjusted to compensate for the depth/thickness
requirements of the selected safety surfacing (see diagrams below).

PRE-INSTALL CHECKLIST
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Sculpture Installation: Transition Boulder

1.  Locate the footer based on the provided layout plan drawing.
2.  Make sure that the Bolt Hanger / lifting eyes are securely attached to the bolts protruding from the base of the 
sculpture. Secure the Lifting Straps to Bolt Hangers using 1/2" Quick Links.
3.  Lift the sculpture using an appropriate reach forklift or crane taking care to equalize the load on straps.
4.  Set the sculpture in place on the footing, verify all use zones as defined by ASTM 1487 before drilling anchor holes.
5. Do not remove the bolt hangers or drill anchor holes until sculpture rope is installed and tensioned.

Sculpture Installation: Sandstone Boulder

6.  Locate the footer based on the provided layout plan drawing.
7.  Make sure that the Bolt Hanger / lifting eyes are securely attached to the bolts protruding from the base of the 
sculpture. Secure the Lifting Straps to Bolt Hangers using 1/2" Quick Links.
8.  Lift the sculpture using an appropriate reach forklift or crane taking care to equalize the load on straps.
9.  Set the sculpture in place on the footing, verify all use zones as defined by ASTM 1487 before drilling anchor holes.
10. Do not remove the bolt hangers or drill anchor holes until sculpture rope is installed and tensioned.

Sculpture Rope Installation: Hypar

11. Connect sculpture ropes to GRFC sculptures with provided Igloo rope connectors & connection pins. (2)
12.  Adjust rope tension between the two sculptures by carefully sliding one or both sculptures with crane or reach 
forklift before locating the chain connection points on the concrete piers.
13.  Locate and mark the chain connection points on the piers by simultaneously pulling both chain lengths away from 
each other along the ground.  Remove excess chain links as necessary. Verify all use zones as defined by ASTM 1487.
*** To avoid excess sagging in net, be sure to pull both chain lengths hard until net is raised to the proper height.***
*** Never install any rope component taut, some slack should always be present.***
14.  Drill and clean holes with a 1/2” bit in the marked locations on the concrete piers to a minimum depth of 7”.
15.  Secure the supplied 1/2”x8-1/2” SS wedge anchors leaving 1-1/2” of thread exposed above pier.
16.  Connect chain to the wedge anchor following the detail on page 3. Trim anchor stud flush with top of nut.
17.  When proper tension is achieved verify all use zones as defined by ASTM 1487. 

Sculpture Installation Continued:

18.  Only after all sculpture ropes have been connected and adjusted and use zones as defined by ASTM 1487 have been 
verified, should the sculptures be anchored to the ground.
19. Remove the bolt hangers, replace the 5/8" nut over mounting brackets.
20. Drill through the holes in the mounting brackets with a 3/4” x 10” hammer drill bit to a minimum depth of 7 1/2”,
clean holes with compressed air and brush.
21. Install the 3/4"x8 1/2" stainless steel wedge anchors and tighten. (8)
22. Install resilient surfacing material in accordance with layout guidelines, and ASTM standards.
